The architectural Committee has adopted the Pima County’s exterior paint color ordinance stated below.

Color Requirements.
 

A. All exposed exterior walls and roofs of buildings (unless a roof is screened by a parapet wall extending at least three feet above the building), retaining walls, and accessory structures that are visible from outside the land parcel boundary shall be earthtone in color and shall blend in with the natural setting. Colors shall not exceed a light-reflective value of 60 percent. (Ord. 2003-17 § 1 (part), 2003; Ord. 2000-52 § 1 (part), 2000)
