REPORT OF DEED RESTRICTIONS COMMITTEE

ANNUAL MEETING NOVEMBER 14, 2011

The Deed Restrictions Committee reviews complaints that are received from residents regarding possible violations of the Declaration of Restrictions and makes recommendations to the Board.  During the twelve months since the last annual meeting, the Committee received two formal complaints and several informal inquiries.  Letters were sent to the owners regarding apparent violations.    

The Committee continues to receive questions and complaints involving construction of improvements without first obtaining approval from the Architectural Committee.  The DR Committee wishes to remind all residents that any improvements or construction on a lot must first be submitted to and approved by the Architectural Committee, and if they are not, any such unapproved items can automatically be considered violations of the Declarations.  THIS INCLUDES ALL VISIBLE SOLAR INSTALLATIONS, NO MATTER WHAT THE CONTRACTOR TELLS YOU.  In addition, complaints have been received this year relating to driving of motorized vehicles such as ATVs on the trails and in the washes.  The Declaration prohibits the driving of any motorized vehicle on the trails, and there are laws that prohibit or restrict the driving of ATVs in the washes, on the roads, or even on private land.
