REPORT OF DEED RESTRICTIONS COMMITTEE


The Deed Restrictions Committee reviews complaints that are received from residents regarding possible violations of the Declaration of Restrictions and makes recommendations to the Board.  During the twelve months since the last annual meeting, the Committee received six formal complaints and several informal inquiries.  Of the complaints received, four matters were referred to the Board with recommendations of a violation.  The Committee is pleased to report that each of those violations was remedied by action of the homeowner, with the exception of one very recent matter that is currently pending.  

The most common complaint the Committee receives relates to vehicles parked on lots not in accordance with the requirements of the Declaration.  Several matters submitted to the Committee this year involved construction of improvements, and/or removal of native vegetation, without first obtaining approval from the Architectural Committee.  The Committee wishes to remind all residents that any improvements or construction on a lot must first be submitted to and approved by the Architectural Committee, and if they are not, any such unapproved items can automatically be considered violations of the Declarations.
