Roads Committee
There were no requests for road repairs received this past year.  Pima County continues patching our roads as necessary and has been very good about repairing potholes without request.  The County plan to resurface the LCE streets is still on hold due to budget constraints. 
All requests for road repair or cleanup are normally channeled through the Roads Committee.  However, since the Committee Chairperson position is still vacant, we encourage anyone having a complaint about the condition of the roads to call Pima County directly (740-2639) and file a complaint.

The wooden road signs that were repaired and painted a few years ago are holding well.  Unfortunately, on April 21st of this year, a driver coming down the Redington Road somehow managed to destroy the road signs on both sides of the Camino Cartamo/Redington Road junction.  The signs have been repaired.
