The United States Forest Service sent two representatives to the annualmeeting to discuss changes that may be occurring in the Coronado National Forest and how it might effect Redington Road.

Sarah Davis of the Coronado Plan Revision Team explained how the current forest plan is being revised and how comments could be made on the plan by individuals and groups.  The plan revision does not include any site specific plans only general overall policy.

Stan Helin, the District Ranger did not make a formal presentation but answered questions on shooting in Redington Pass and specifically the proposed shooting range to be built on Forest Service land.  There was much concern among those in attendance about the increase in traffic if a shooting range was built, the possibility of increase noise and the trashing of Redington Pass by unregulated shooting.  Mr. Helin suggested that we meet with the gun club to learn more about the proposed shooting range.
